Whereas, retired teachers led by example, including dozens of members who have given more 
than 4,000 hours of services; and  
 
Whereas, statewide retired teachers can be found serving their communities in a host of

Whereas, here in Yolo County, teachers volunteered 22,778 hours with an annual dollar value 
of $612,044; 
 
Whereas, the annual dollar value of this volunteer time donated throughout the state by retired 
teachers reached more than $55 million during the most recent reporting period; 
 
Now, therefore, be it resolved that, in recognition of the vital role retired teachers fulfill in every 
community in California, and to honor their ongoing commitment to all teachers, we therefore 
declare the week of November 6 - 12, 2016, be proclaimed:
